Marginal Aesculus californica California Buckeye white Drops leaves in summer. Attracts Swallowtail. CA native. Grows to 15' or more. Enjoys water but tolerates drought. Toxic to mammals.
Elongated green leaves. White flowers grow on a branching, long stem. Medicinal qualities.
Bog Alisma plantago-aquatica Water Plantain white Edible. CA native. Must be wet at all times. Grows to 3' tall.
Multi-stemmed shrub or small tree. Food source for wildlife. Good for site rehab, streambank
Marginal Alnus incana ssp tenuifolia Mountain Alder stabilization, erosion control. CA native. Tolerates cold, low-med elevations. Rich, moist soil. Grows 20-40' tall.
Deciduous riparian tree. Fast growing. Tolerates heavy soil, sun or shade, and flooding. CA
Bog Alnus rhombifolia White Alder native. Grows to 40' tall. Prefers moisture. Tolerates wind.
Fast growing coastal wetland tree. Red flowers, grayish-brown bark. Good for erosion contraol.
Bog Alnus rubra Red Alder CA native. Grows to 75' tall. Salt tolerant. High nitrogen fixer.
Conic white flowers and bluish-tinged leaves. Medicinal herb. Native to southwestern North
Bog Anemopsis californica Yerba Mansa white America. CA native. Prefers brackish water. Propagates by runners. Grows 12" tall and 2-3' wide.
Wild meadow plant with small white flowers in summer. Used by Native Americans for rope. CA
Marginal Apocynum cannabinum Indian Hemp (Dogbane) white native. Fast growing. Grows to 3' tall. Very moist to dry soil.
Attractive fragrant foliage with history of medicinal uses. Leaves are green on top, silvery
Marginal Artemisia douglasiana Mugwort beneath. Indistinct flower. Good for birds. CA native. Grows to 3' tall. Keep moist.
Elegant, narrow leaves, bushy, clusters of rosy-pink flowers. Butterfly food, attracts pollinators.
Marginal Asclepias fascicularis Narrowleaf Milkweed rosy-pink Deer tolerant. CA native. Tolerates moist soil & drought, garden & clay. Grows 1-3' tall. Easy to grow. Dormant in winter.
Flower clusters 4-5", pink-lavender, fragrant. Large blue-green leaves. Low toxicity. Attrachs
Marginal Asclepias speciosa Showy Milkweed pink-lavender | butterflies, honeybees, other pollinators. CA native. Prefers moist soil but tolerates drought. Grows 2-3' tall. Dormant in winter.
Marginal Aster chilensis California Aster lavender blue |Vigorous native perennial covered with soft lavender daisies. Attract butterflies. CA native. Sprawling to upright. Grows 20-40" tall. Tolerate heavy watering and drought. Prune in winter.
Grows in salt marshes. Good nectar source. Green-brown stems and silver-green foliage, white
Bog Baccharis glutinosa Marsh Baccharis white flowers. CA native. Grows to 3' tall. Keep moist.
Multi-stemmed riparian shrub found along mountain streams. Bronze bark. Important habitat
Bog Betula occidentalis Water Birch plant. CA native. Grows to 30' tall. Flood tolerant. Moist, rich soil.
Salt tolerant bulrush. Upright green stems. Ecologically important as wind & current buffer,
Bog Bolboschoenus maritimus Seaside Bulrush reducing erosion. Provides wildlife habitat. CA native. Grows to 5' tall. Prefers partial submersion or bog.
Large bunch grass with wide green blades and attractive plume flowers. Good for woodland or
Marginal Calamagrostis nutkaensis Pacific Reed Grass meadow. Used in bioswales. Evergreen. CA native. Grows 2-3' tall. Need some moisture. Deer resistant. Shade tolerant.
Large round leaf, buttercup yellow flowers, first to bloom in spring. Found along streams,
Bog Caltha palustris Marsh Marigold golden yellow | 'marshes. Attracts insects.CA native. Clumping Grows to 8-12" height. Prefers filtered sun and moist soil. May be summer dormant.
Western native sedge with impressively large leaves and tall flowering spikes. Found in swampy

Bog Carex obnupta Slough Sedge Grass-like foliage with wheat-like tops, flat dark green leaves. CA native. Tall clumping grass-like plant grows in moist boggy conditions. Height 2'-3'.
Durable spreading sedge that can be used as a native lawn substitute. Curling dark green
Marginal Carex pansa Dune Sedge foliage. CA native. Stays green with regular moisture. Grows to 6" tall.
Marginal Carex tumulicola Foothill (Berkeley) Sedge Durable groundcover. Evergreen. Good for erosion control. CA native. Prefers some shade. Grows to 12" tall.
Deciduous shrub good for rain gardens, attracts bees and butterflies. Perfectly round white-pink
Marginal Cephalanthus occidentalis Buttonbush white fragrant flowers, interesting year round. CA native. Adjust to most moist soils. Grows 5-12' tall, 4-8' spread.
Deciduous riparian shrub, brown stems and green - brown - red leaves, with creamy white
Marginal Cornus glabrata Brown Creek Dogwood white flowers. Good for birds. Deer resistant. CA native. Grows 7-10' tall. Prefers moist soil, some shade. Good restoration plant. Do not submerge.
Riparian shrub, forming broad clumps with red stems. Small white flower and fruit. Good for
Marginal Cornus sericea occidentalis Western Redtwig Dogwood white birds. CA native. Grows 15-18' tall. Prefers wetland margins. Good restoration plant. Do not submerge.
Bushy cold-weather shrub/tree. Coarse gray bark; red new growth. White flower clusters. Edible
Marginal Crataegus douglasii Black Hawthorne white fruits. Good erosion control. CA native. Grows to 32" tall. Nutrient rich soil. Can be used as hedge. Drought tolerant.
Bog Cyperus eragrostis * Tall Flatsedge Grows in seasonal creeks and wet areas. Can be invasive. CA native. Grows to 3' tall. Prefers wet clay or gravel.
Clumps of pink flower spikes. Broad, round leaves. Good for pond margins and marsh gardens.
Marginal Darmera peltata Indian Rhubarb pink Native to mountains of N. CA. Grows 2'-4' tall. Prefers cooler location. Keep moist.

Creeping plant with round, deep green, umbrella-like foliage and umbel of white flowers. CA
native.

Uncommon CA native restricted to swales and moist areas in coastal grasslands from San
Francisco to Monterey. Bluish-green leaves. CA native.

Riparian clumping rush with dark green, narrow stems, numerous rhizomes. Good erosion
control. CA native.

Dark green foliage with seedy flower clumps in spring. Evergreen with round stems & brown
flowers in summer. Drought tolerant. CA native.

Dark green stemmed rush, grows in freshwater and salt marshes and near sand dunes. Can be
found in clumps or single stems.

Mounds of soft foliage with many small flowers blooming green and changing to pink. CA native. Clumping shade plant. Grows 18-24" tall. Tolerates very moist to dry soils.

Deciduous vine with clusters of small edible grapes. Grows along streams. CA native. Prefers moist conditions. Grows laterally if not staked. Grows to 30'.
